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General Course Description:

Brief Syllabus: Course content includes the discussion of the role of interior design in shaping spaces and the human environment; the tools of shaping spaces; scale, proportion and size in the context of interior spaces; theory and practice in the integration of structure; form and function in interior design; setting the balance of function and aesthetics; main trends in interior design and examples of contemporary design. This subject includes an architectural design project in the practical part (marked with a P) where students can develop their architectural skills.

Methods:
1. planning methods in interior design

2. aesthetic, visual methods

3. sustainability furniture design 
4. project-developing in practical way, continuous communications 

Learning Objectives:
1. apply  the basic  tools of interior architecture, via lectures
2. design an interior space or small furniture
3. sketch ideas of  the task

4. produce the semester task

Process:

This course focuses on the dual nature of interior design and architecture.  One part will reveal how interior design it an integral part of complex architecture, the other part will show how interior design is independent. It can be particularly interesting for the construction engineer, because the interior elements act as a structural “key” or model for the larger architectural structure (for example connections between construction stability, inflexibility, detail, context between material and structure). The main goal is for students to gain experience in interior design and the exciting world of object design.
Experimentation is the focus of Education. Instead of a purely theoretical education the personal experience gets a big role. The created idea by the drawing board and the realization modeling of this  idea  are  persistent interaction with each other.  The point of the teaching method is, that the  students get the academic  knowledge and they can  practice the active subjects/space installation.
Reports and presentings:

To summarize the work of the semester and give an exact view about the result of the  subject. Everyone has to show his/ her plan from the concept to the final result in one  presentation. The final presentation includes the whole concept and the final drawings so it  can not be splitted to two different parts. The image of this presentation needs to be fixed on 

one individual and creative standard ( way of presentation can be published lots of artistical  way). It is free to chose the way of publishing so  it can be drawn by CAD (or any kind of  graphic program). The most important is to express how did the student reach the final result of his/ her designing process. Formal requirements: the department of design accepts drawings that are 

printed (!). It is not possible to pass the subject in digital way only.
