General Subject Description

The Architecture of Pécs course introduces to the students the rich cultural heritage of the city of Pécs. Pécs with
its more than 2000 years long history is a unique city of different ages. The Roman Age, the Middle Ages and the
Baroque Age are also present in the city. Different artefacts, objects, ruins and buildings are presenting these ages
to the visitors of the city. Students will have the possibility to see this rich cultural heritage, from the Early-
Christian Cemetery to the building of the Szentagothai Research Center.

Learning Outcomes
Aim of the course is to give the possibility for students to get to know the rich cultural heritage of the city of Pécs
on site with professional guidance.

Subject content

Course content includes two lectures about the city of Pécs. Several excursions are organized where students visit
different places of the rich architectural heritage of Pécs. Students have to prepare two posters during the semester
about two of the visited places.

Examination and evaluation system

Course will start with a minimum number of 3 students. Course can be attended by gradual and Erasmus students.
Students have to participate on the lectures and on the excursions. Unexcused absences will adversely affect the
grade, and in case of absence from more than 30% of the total number of lessons student will fail the course. It is
required to be in the class at the beginning and stay until the scheduled end of the lesson, tardiness of more than
20 minutes will be counted as an absence. In the case of an illness or family emergency, the student must present
a valid excuse, such as a doctor's note.
