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COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course is designed for intermediate to advanced English learners with a focus on the specific language and communication
needs of the IT industry. The course will cover advanced vocabulary and terminology related to technology, and its everyday use
as well as the language skills necessary for effective communication in IT-related tasks such as presentations, and meetings.
Additionally, the course will focus on developing reading comprehension and critical thinking skills for understanding and analyzing

texts.

SYLLABUS
1. GOALS AND OBJECTIVES

The aim of the course is to develop spoken (receptive, interactive and productive) and written (receptive and productive)
language proficiency in the context of information technology with topics including new technologies, software evaluation,
the Internet and the World Wide Web, computer security and networks.

2. COURSE CONTENT

A selection of online resources, documentaries, videos and articles from the media is discussed. Students are required to
give one presentation on a chosen topic relevant to the course material and their interest and will also be expected to
evaluate the presentations of their peers. The final test is scheduled at the end of the course. Mini presentations (either as
home assignments or class cooperation) could also be part of the course. Students will improve their reading, writing

vocabulary and grammar skills.
